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B IR Homing Missiles

Two different guidance methods have been developed for air- to -air missiles.
the other is radar homing.

IR homing method is more widely used for its lower cost and easier handling.
In IR homing missiles, the head IR seeker catches the infra-red beam from the jet exhaust nozzie of a target
aircraft and it adjusts the missile’s flight course to hit the target. The new AIM-SL has "all-aspect” capability
owing to its improved high sensible seeker, and it can be launched from any direction towards the target.
The biggest problem of this IR method is that it is often deceived by other heat sauces such as enemy's flare,
the sun, or ground heat, and it is not operational in bad weather.
