NAKAJIMA ki-84
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(History)

The Hayate ("swift wind" in English and nicknamed "Frank" by the Allied
Forces) was the last and the strongest fighter of Japanese Army in the
Pacific War. In 1941, with the completion of the marvelous engine, Nakajima
Ha-45, the Army ordered Nakajima Aircraft Company to design a new fighter
Ki-84. The Ki-84 Hayate prototype made its first flight in April, 1943.
Additional 42 aircrafts were built by Summer 1944, and shortly organized
was the 22nd Sentai. The 22nd Sentai was soon sent to China and their
Hayate fought against the P-51 Mustang of the U.S. Army.

Then the Hayate joined the final combat in the Philippines in October, 1944.
Even though the Hayate was still stronger in the air combat, there came no
more victory. After the War, the Hayate, tested in USA, was appreciated
by the U.5. Army as the best Japanese fighter in the World War I.
